WHEREAS: the volunteers of the Arkansas Archeological Society partner
with the professional archeologists of the Arkansas
Archeological Survey, a unit of the University of Arkansas
System, to learn the proper methods to discover, record, and
preserve archeological sites, and

WHEREAS: Arhansas archeologists seek to increase our citizen'’s
awareness of our archeological history as a means of
protecting and preserving these irreplaceable links to our
past.
